Thanks for your generous donation of A$10.000.00. It was a big surprise | |
and most welcome. We have been in desperate need of such support. During
TOMAS which lasted four days we had to face a category four cyclone with
winds blowing at over 170 km an hour. Not only did it destroy crops but
forced at least 5,000 people to leave their homes. Our school became an
evacuation centre as we waited for help from Napuka. At the time of writing
apart from our staff and students we are STILL caring for over 60 old people.

‘We have begun repairs and cleanup in the school and parish compound. We have repaired and cleaned our water
dams and supply. Part of our girls boarding have been moved to an old hostel which had been renovated for our
library. All crops and vegetable farm has been damaged and dry school rations running today will feed us only for
another week. If rations do not arrive in the next week we will have to send our children home this will be very
sad. The whole Parish has been struck by the hurricane hundreds of houses had been damaged. A tidal wave also
struck part of the parish. We need your prayers and support during these difficult times. The following buildings
have been completely damaged - Teaching staff quarters, Girls hostel, School Hall, Dining Hall & Kitchen, Staff
quarters, Toilets & Bathrooms. Also we have lost most of our gardens and coconut trees, and have to construct new
dra:nage systern and build a sea-wall.

‘Can you help provide a water pump?

‘the MSC Mission Office. They were cheerful and very grateful for the support the
‘Australian benefactors are providing. After lunch we were invited by a Catholic
priest from the diocese to visit the village, where he grew up. We had a pleasant
‘drive through a rural region. climbing over mountain ranges to behold spectacular vistas of valleys. mostly filled:
with villages and farmland. In this overcrowded land, there is not much wasted space, with paddy-fields clinging .
precariously to steep slopes. The village we visited lies up in the hills, and the problem for the people is water.
‘The rock is limestone, so no doubt the mountains are riddled with caves. They currently draw their water from one

'such cave above the village, and while we were there, a man arrived to fill his two buckets. Unfortunately a cave-
in has restricted the flow of water. so that in times of “drought”, there is not

enough for the 400 inhabitants of the village. Just below this cave is a sink hole, :
and people can climb down into this for their water, but it is narrow, steep,:
slippery and dangerous. Consequently. the locals wish to pump water from the

sink hole, up to the cave, then higher still to a tank from where the water can flow

down to their village, and also provide water for other villages during the dry

“The ;,lobal watc.r crisis is the Ieadmg cause of death and
disease in the world, taking the lives of more than 14,000
people each day. 11.000 of them children under age 5. In addition to the health
problems, women and girls spend more than 200 million hours every day walking
to collect water from distant, often polluted sources - time that could be better;
. spent on more productive endeavors such as work and school. When you combine
these factors. it’s clear that the global water crisis is the single biggest problem facing the world’s poor. preventing
‘them from reaching even the first rung on the socioeconomic ladder.” Gary White ( Water Partners International),
“While ocean water may cover more than 70 percent of the Earth’s surface, thirsty humans rely on a finite supply
cof freshwater to stay alive. And as the human population grows, especially in poor countries. these finite supplies
are quickly consumed. Moreover in places that lack proper sanitation, water is often polluted with any number
‘of diseases and parasites. According to the World Bank, as many as two billion people lack adequate sanitation
“facilities to protect them from water-borne disease. while a billion lack access to clean water altogether. Accord-
‘ing to the United Nations. which has declared 2005-2015 the “Water for Life” decade, 95 percent of the world’s
cities still dump raw sewage into their water supplies. Thus it should come as no surprise to know that 80 percent
of all the health maladles in developmv countrles can be traced back to unsamtary water.
